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LIFE ETERNAL

The literal translation of the original
Greek phrase means /ife that is never
ending. However, there is a difference
between living forever (immortality),
which is guaranteed to every person
who lives on earth because of the
Resurrection of Jesus Christ, and eternal
life, which means living forever in the

presence of God. This scripture teaches

that knowing God is part of eternal life.
Here are some other things the scrip-
tures teach us about eternal life:

* The Atonement of Jesus Christ made
it possible (see John 3:15-16).

* God’s work and glory is to help us
receive it (see Moses 1:39).

* It will be given to those who receive
the gospel and work righteousness
(see D&C 20:14) and are faithful
and endure (see D&C 50:5).

* We should hope for it (see
Moroni 7:41).

* Faith, repentance, baptism, receiv-
ing the Holy Ghost, and enduring
to the end qualify a person for it
(see 2 Nephi 31:10-21).

* Tt is the greatest gift of God
(see D&C 14:7).
