Mark 5:21–22

Jairus said that his 12-year-old daughter was very 
ill. He begged Jesus to come and bless her. He 
believed that Jesus could make her better.

Mark 5:23, 42
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Jesus started to follow Jairus home, but He 
stopped to heal a woman. As He was talking to 
her, someone came to tell Jairus that it was too 
late—his daughter was dead.

Mark 5:24–35

Then Jesus went with Jairus to Jairus’s house. The 
house was filled with people who were crying 
because of the little girl’s death.

Mark 5:37–38

Jesus heard what was said. He told Jairus not to 
be afraid but to believe in Him.

Mark 5:36

Jesus told them the girl was not dead but was 
sleeping. The people laughed at Him. They were 
sure the girl was dead.

Mark 5:39–40
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The Savior had everyone leave the house except 
His disciples, Jairus, and Jairus’s wife. They went 
to the room where the little girl was lying.

Mark 5:40

Jesus took the girl by the hand. He told her to get 
up. She stood up and walked. Her parents were 
amazed. Jesus told them not to tell anyone what 

had happened. Then He told her parents to give 
the girl something to eat.
