Just visit the site and click on the tab you're most interested
in. Each tab shows you how to get involved and what is
needed to submit, and each section even has galleries,
spotlights, and tips and tricks.

Submission Guidelines

* Do not submit another person’s work. Only submit work you own the copyright to.

* Do not submit anything with trademarks or logos.

* Make sure to include releases of anyone included in videos and photos (including yourself).
