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• 	Each one of us is a child “of heav-
enly parents.” That truth reminds us 
that both women and men are an 
important part of the plan of hap-
piness. How would the world be a 
better place if all men and women, girls and boys, respected each other as equally 
valuable and needed?

• 	Both women and men have a “divine destiny.” This means that both boys and girls 
have the chance to live in a perfect heavenly home someday. What are some good 
choices that will help you reach your divine destiny?

• 	Wives and husbands should “love and care for each other.” What are some ways 
you can practice loving and caring for others?

• 	Fathers and mothers may help their families in different ways, but they should work 
together “as equal partners.” When have you seen men and women work together 
on something important?

• 	Parents should raise their children “in love and righteousness.” What are some good 
things you’ve learned from a mother, grandmother, or other woman? What are 
some good things you’ve learned from a father, grandfather, or other man?
