Draw a picture of your 
favorite scripture story about 
Jesus. You could ask your 
parents to help you watch 
The Life of Jesus Christ Bible 
Videos at biblevideos​.lds​.org 
to get some ideas.

Read John 3:16–17 
with a parent and talk 
about what it means. 
How do you know 
Heavenly Father loves 
you?

Sing your favorite Christ-
mas song. What do you 
remember learning about 
Jesus Christ’s birth?

We take the sacrament 
each week to remember 
Jesus Christ. What can you 
do to be especially reverent 
during sacrament meeting 
this Sunday?

Read what living Apostles wrote about 
Jesus Christ: “He is the light, the life, 
and the hope of the world. His way 
is the path that leads to happiness in 
this life and eternal life in the world to 
come” (“The Living Christ: The Testi-
mony of the Apostles,” Ensign, Apr. 
2000, 2–3).
