Elder Alliaud talked about 

staying with his uncle and 
aunt, before he was a member 
of the Church. They weren’t 
allowed to preach the gospel 

to him, but his room had many copies 
of the Book of Mormon. He read it in 
Spanish and prayed about it. The Holy 
Ghost told him it was true, and he was 
baptized!

Sharing the Gospel
Sister Franco talked 

about a woman who is so 

happy to be a member of 

the Church. Every morning 

she prays for God to help 

her find someone who needs to hear 

about the gospel. Then she brings a 

Book of Mormon or pass-along card to 

share with them.
