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Personal Progress or Duty to God

• Create your own Church library of pictures, poems, 

and stories. Use the Church magazines and manuals. 

Photocopy or cut out New Era posters, illustrations, 

poems, and stories that are meaningful to you and could 

be used in family home evening lessons or in class  

lessons. You could also group items that deal with  

similar themes such as the Young Women values.

Family Home Evening Idea

• If you have younger brothers and sisters, use 

“recess” as a theme for a family home evening activity. 

Ask your parents to teach you some of the games they 

played as children. Teach them some of the games your 

siblings are playing now. Talk about staying physically fit 

and getting enough exercise.
