Jesus also said that before He comes again, there 
will be many wars, famines, terrible sicknesses, 

and earthquakes. Many people will stop helping 
others and become wicked.

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When Jesus Christ comes again, people will see 
Him coming down from the clouds with power 

and great glory. He will send His angels to gather 
the righteous together.
