Quorum

Your greatest safety lies in strictly following the word of
the Lord given through His prophets, particularly the current
President of the Church. The Lord warns that those who
ignore the words of the living prophets will fall (see D&C
1:14-16). He promises great blessings to those who follow the
President of the Church:

“Thou shalt give heed unto all his words and command-
ments which he shall give unto you as he receiveth them,
walking in all holiness before me;

“For his word ye shall receive, as if from mine own
mouth, in all patience and faith.

“For by doing these things the gates of hell shall not pre-
vail against you; yea, and the Lord God will disperse the
powers of darkness from before you, and cause the heavens
to shake for your good, and his name’s glory” (D&C 21:4-6).
